


D ear Parishioners,  
  The first part of the book of Jeremiah focuses on 

the impending judgment on Judah and Jerusalem for their 
persistent, serious violations of the covenant relationship 
with God. Despite opposition from others who claim to 
speak for God, Jeremiah is proved right when Babylon 
destroys the city and exiles many of the people to “the 
land of the north.” Yet the prophet insists that judgment is 
not the final word. In a classic oracle of salvation, the 
people are told to exult in their future redemption and re-
turn to the Promised Land. The blind and the lame – the 
weakest of the remnant – will be brought back, too. The 
final verse emphasize God’s enduring love for Israel, 
God’s “first-born” child. Not even years of infidelity can 
erase this primary relationship between God and Israel. 
     The author of Hebrews continues to develop the theme 
of Jesus as the eternal High Priest. In the past, a mere hu-
man represented all of Israel before God in cultic wor-
ship, offering – among other things – sacrifices for sin. 
Being sinful himself, the high priest was not separate 
from the rest of Israel, but a part of them and also in need 
of forgiveness. According to divine law, high priest had to 
be from the line of Aaron; no one could arrogate to him-
self this role. In the same way, Christ did not take upon 
Himself the role of eternal High Priest, but was chosen by 
God, who acknowledged Him as Son and Priest. 
     Jesus and His disciples are on the way to Jerusalem. 
Bartimaeus’s cry, addressing Jesus as “son of David,” 
indicates that he believes Jesus to be the Davidic Messiah 
whom God would send to reestablish God’s reign. It’s not 
clear why the others tell him to be silent, but this does to 
deter him, another sign of his faith. In his affirmation of 
Jesus’ identity as Messiah, in his persistence in seeking 
healing, and in his immediate and enthusiastic response to 
Jesus when he is called, the blind man shows all the hall-
marks of a good disciple, and thus is open to the salvation 
that Jesus offers.

    Jezus w dzisiejszej fragmencie Ewangelii 
(Mk10,46b-52) jest w drodze do Jerozolimy. 

Wychodzi z Jerycha, bogatego miasta, w którym normy 
religijne nakazywały opiekę nad ludźmi biednymi. Takim 
biednym, żebrzącym jest niewidomy Bartymeusz, 
całkowicie zależny od innych. Siedzi on przy drodze, jest 
w pewnym sensie w zatrzymaniu, bezruchu w swoim 
życiu. Widząc Jezusa woła Go. Nie słucha ludzi, którzy 
chcą go odwieść od tego, ale jeszcze głośniej woła, by 
Jezus ulitował się nad nim. Jezus zatrzymuje się dla tego 
człowieka, zauważa go, słyszy jego wołanie. Wtedy 
Bartymeusz wychodzi ze swojego zatrzymania, zrzuca 
płaszcz i podchodzi do Jezusa. Słyszy od Niego pytanie: 
Co chcesz, abym ci uczyni�á? i słowa: B��d�( dobrej my��li.  
       Co chcesz, abym Ci uczyni�á? jest pytaniem o 
pragnienia Bartymeusza. Jezus chce usłyszeć czego on 
chce, za czym tęskni, chce poznać jego pragnienia. Mówi 
B��d�( dobrej my��li, czuli ufaj. Bartymeusz zrzuca płaszcz. 
Odkrywa się, odsłania przed Jezusem. I zostaje 
uzdrowiony. 
       Pragnienia są bardzo ważne w naszym życiu. Samo 
słowo kojarzy się z pragnieniem wody. Gdy chcemy pić, 
mamy suchość w ustach to chcemy zaspokoić to 
pragnienie, by móc żyć, dalej funkcjonować. Pragnienia 
są więc życiodajne. Może nie zawsze mogą być 
zaspokajalne, ale poznanie czego pragnę głęboko w sercu 
prowadzi do życia. Bartymeusz musiał zrzucić płaszcz, 
odsłonić się. Dzięki temu wyszedł ze swojej zależności 
od innych, swoich przekonań, jego stare serce stało się 
nowe, napełnione pragnieniem. Może my też musimy taki 
płaszcz z siebie zdjąć, odsłonić swoje wnętrze, by zajrzeć 
do naszej głębi, do serca, by tam odkryć nasze pragnienia, 
tęsknoty. Co jest moim płaszczem, który może jeszcze 
nie pozwala mi zobaczyć, tego co jest w mojej głębi, nie 
pozwala mi spotkać się z moimi głębokimi tęsknotami?  
       Dzisiaj Jezus zatrzymuje się dla Ciebie, pyta się o 
twoje pragnienia i mówi: Bądź dobrej myśli, czyli ufaj. 
Odsłoń się przed Nim i opowiedz o swoich pragnieniach.
